The Preacherôs Pointé 
 Hi Friends ï I want to spend a little bit of time talking about transformation.  We all have a general idea 
about what it means and Iôm sure we are familiar with the classic ñCaterpillar to Butterflyò transformation 
example.  We see transformation happen with water.  Not just it transitions among its three forms, ice, liquid 
and steam /vapor; but we see how water can transform things.  This weekôs flooding around Cherokee and 
other towns in our area a prime example of how water can bring about a transformation to environment and 
behavior. 
 Biblically speaking there are also many examples of transformation.  I am most interested in the cause, 
(catalyst)  é identifying what brought about the change and how it has set a new direction.  This past 
Sundayôs sermon was titled; ñTransformed by Mercyò and we took a look at how mercy served as the 
catalyst to bring about change.  By examining the account know as ñThe Woman Caught in Adulteryò found 
in John 8:1-11 and the account of Jesusô interaction with a tax collector named Zacchaeus (Luke 19:1-10) we 
were able to be witness to the effect of mercy instead of rejection, ridicule or even rage; mercy instead of 
legalism.  Mercy.   
 
 Over the next few weeks we will also look at other biblical examples of transformation.

Hannah and I are working together as Co-Deans for this week of camp and we are expecting about 60 
campers and 22 staff and volunteers to lead, equip and engage the campers as they too learn what it means to 
be transformed.
