Three important Phrases we need to catch from this passage.  

First; ñRemindò ï Just as the apostle, Paul, advised the young 

preacher and partner in ministry who was now living in Crete, Titus, 

we too are also advised.  You can see how. 

Second; ñAt one timeòé this phrase is a nudge toward the mirror 

of admission and a reality check for your soulsé ñwe too wereéò 

well, you can complete that phrase. 

Third; ñHe Saved usò.  Wow, very powerful words connected to 

Godôs timing; ñBut whenò, Godôs method; ñthe kindness and love of 

God our Savior appearedòé which is a clear statement indicating 

the person and power of the Incarnate Son, Jesus. And Godôs motive 

was also revealed; ñhis mercyò.   

Weôve all been there, weôve all messed upé some of us were 

even very good at living the messed up lifeé but God saved us.  He 

has given a new life, a new way, a new identity!  Were you here last 

Sunday?  You saw another example with your own eyes.  Jasmin 

Pizano, one of our Jr. High Students gave herself over to Jesus and 

confessed her need for a savior and was baptized for the forgiveness 

of sin and into life of Jesus.  This was the first step in a new life!  

Godôs work started in her long ago; flourished at a week of church 

camp and expressed itself at church last week.  We are so happy for 

Jasmin! 

This Sunday, August 2, Iôll be preaching from the above 

mentioned passage and sharing more about this incredible 

transformation that is available to all.  This will be a perfect lead into 

our Sunday, Aug. 9 serviceé MCS Sunday!  The boys from 

Midwest Christian Services will lead and be involved with every 

aspect of the morning service.  Music, skits, devotions, communion, 

offering, greetingé everything; top to bottomé they will be helping 

and leading.  I am so excited to see how God will speak through this 

incredible opportunity.  Much thanks to the MCS staff and to Wren, 

Dennis and Kirk for their role in making this happen.  We have such 

a deep relationship with these precious boys and I am so pleased that 

they will have this opportunity.  Letôs pack the house and give God 

all the glory for the great things He will and has done. 

Now, looking a little further down the roadé you have heard us 

talking about a community event to help fight hunger by providing 

50,000 meals which will be shared around the world and in our own 

neighborhood.  This project was born out a vision for our 

congregation to do something bigger than ourselves.  This would 

require us to pray, step out in faith and partner with other churches 

and people in the community.  That is when one of our very own, 

Judy Ferrin, got the ball rolling with an agency, connected through 

her grandson, called ñMeals from the Heartlandò.  The project was 

discussed in our SS class, they said yes ï letôs go; then taken to the 

church board; they said yes ï letôs see who will jump on board with 

us.ò  Then it was taken to the Cherokee County Ministerial and they 

said ñyes, how can we help?ò Then Western Iowa Tech said yesé

and here is how weôll help ï weôll give you free use of the entire 

conference space for the day!ò  Wow, that is very generous.  Then 

we went to the Cherokee High School and they said; ñyes ï now, 

letôs find a way to get every student involvedòé Do you see the 

momentum?  50,000 meals measured, packaged and shipped in one 

day by people who want to work together and stand in faithôs 

common ground of compassion all because one lady, by faith, heard 

the call to Prayer, Service and Mission.  Thanks Judy.  And thanks to 

the Lord for working to unite the congregations of this community 

through this God sized project! 

So, here is our next step.  Set aside a part of your day on 

Wednesday, October 21 to volunteer at this project.  Begin to pray 

every day and ask God to show you a person whom you can invite to 

come and volunteer along side of you and pray for Godôs provision 

in the areas of wise leadership, community involvement, finances, 

and His message of love and compassion to be shared with people 

around the world who will receive these 

meals.  Prepare financially to participate in a 

special offering on the 2nd Sunday in 

September when we here at FCC along with 

many of the other area churches will receive 

this offering which will go directly to the $ 

10,000 goal for this project.  Should we 

exceed that amount, we will be able to 

provide even more meals; and should we fall 

short of that goal; weôll provide the number of 

meals the finances allow.  A final area of 

involvement will be volunteers to help get the word out.  Door to 

door in neighborhoods, phone calls, e-mails, Facebook sharing, é 

get the word out.  

To summarize; our missioné churches and community working 

together.  Our method; Meals from the Heartland hunger fight.  The 

desired result; God glorified, meals provided to those most in need 

and the name of Jesus shared around the block and around the world.
